Southern Highlands’ Pie Time campaign once again won the Destination Marketing category — making it three
years in a row they have collected an award in this category.

“Our accommodation sector is also going from strength to strength here in Canberra with winners announced
across four separate accommodation categories. Jamala Wildlife Lodge for Unique Accommodation, Leumeah
Lodge for Standard Accommodation, Little National Hotel for Deluxe Accommodation, and the Luxury

winners will now compete for recognition at the 2019 Qantas Australian Tourism Awards which will be held
here in Canberra on 6" March 2020,” Dr. Dale concluded.
